 Tuition fee: CZK 20,000 per each commenced semester of study.

General conditions for admission to study 

• Submission of an electronic application with all required documents 
• Payment of the admission procedure fee 
• Payment of the fee for the assessment of a foreign document 
• Submission of an officially certified copy or certified translation of the document 

(diploma, certificate) of completion of a bachelor's degree program in a helping 
profession 

Article 3 
Application for study 

(a) Form of application submission: Electronic 
• Application submission deadline: By April 10, 2025 
• Administrative fee for application submission: CZK 700 
• The fee is paid electronically.  
(b) Attachment to the application: 
• An officially certified copy (scan) of the bachelor's diploma (certificate)  

in a helping profession in English or an official translation of the bachelor's 
diploma (certificate) in a helping profession into English. 

• Graduates of bachelor's studies in Czechia or Slovakia only submit an officially 
certified copy (scan) of the bachelor's diploma (certificate). 

• Deadline for submission of the attachment: August 31, 2025. The attachment 
can be uploaded already when submitting the application (recommended).  
Note: A decision on admission to study cannot be issued before this attachment 
is submitted. 
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• Administrative fee for the assessment of a foreign document (bachelor's 
diploma/certificate): CZK 1,000 

• The fee is paid electronically.

Entrance examination 
Verification of English language proficiency and competencies for thesis processing: 
Online test of General Academic Prerequisites in English by Scio 
(https://www.scioexams.com/) conducted between September 1, 2024, and  
June 5, 2025. 
• The applicant must independently register for the test through the Scio 
 company's web interface by the deadline set by Scio. 
• The applicant must give Scio consent to provide the test results to the University 

of South Bohemia in České Budějovice, Faculty of Theology. 
• Based on the test results, Scio will determine the ranking of applicants.
